1. TO RECEIVE APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE AND REASONS THEREFORE

Apologies were received from Cllrs Chung (holiday), Simner (work commitments), Springett (away on business) and Taylor (business conference).  Cllrs Rout and Turner were absent.
